Deseo hacerte llegar mis opiniones sobre el congreso, opiniones que no hice públicas en Malta, porque ya habia bastante descontento y no queise aumentar y empeorar la situación.

1- Mi asociación esta inscrita en los Registros Publicos del Peru desde 1957 con estatutos en los que antes que nada se piensa en el “espiritu del Sagrado Corazon”

2- 2-Nuestras elecciones son verdaderamente “democraticas” pues postulan las personas que lo desean con los miembros que ellas eligen

3- 3-El tiempo o periodo es de tres años y puedes ser re electa una vez mas. En caso de postular nuevamente debes dejar pasar un periodo. Un periodo es de tres años

4- Ha sido para mi una enorme sorpresa y desilusión, la total ausencia de amistad y falta de espiritu del Sagrado Corazon en la reunion

5- Los estatutos QUE USTEDES HICIERON deben ser respetados, y en caso de surgir algun problema , este debe de tratarse de manera conciliadora y de acuerdo a lo establecido

6- Creo poder afirmar que todas las presidentas nacionales y asistentes al congreso se han sentido muy mal por la intransigencia de la junta directiva

7- No se hizo presentacion oficial de las candidatas nuevas ni de los miembros de la lista

8- No se explico públicamente porque no se habia aceptado a los miembros de mi lista que fueron tachados por un formulismo porque el papel estaba mal presentado y no tenia la forma que Uds deseaban , con el agravante  de que mi vice presidenta Marita Machiavello habia sido Internacional Advisor con una directiva anterior

9- Tampoco explicaron  que la candidatura de Colombia se retiraba porque la candidata a la vice presidencia sra Ana Drisaldi no podia postular porque ya tenia 2 periodos en AMASC y de acuerdo a los estatutos deben dejar pasar un periodo(4 años) para volver a presentarse

10- Respecto a esto quiero decir que la solucion “amistosa” a la que llego la directiva de AMASC es ABSOLUTAMENTE ILEGAL pues el estatuto de Amasc dice claramente que para ser re elegido se debe esperar un periodo antes de volver a presentarse. Por lo tanto los 6 meses fijados para que la sra Drisaldi pueda ser aceptada como candidata no son validos

11- Con profunda pena lo que he visto en Malta no ha sido una eleccion de amigas e hijas de Magdalena Sofia por el bien de AMASC sino una eleccion rigida  con un CV innecesario porque lo que debio primar sin competencias personales  es el “espiritu del Sagrado Corazon”

12- Quiero decir que aparte de ser alumna del Sagrado Corazon desde los 4 años, lo fueron tambien mi madre y mi familia, por lo que mi trabajo en la asociación durante 30 años esta hecho con amor y dedicacion por el bien de las  ex alumnas,

13- Las religiosas y sobre todo por preservar el mensaje de Santa Magdalena Sofia.

14- No quiero ser mal interpretada ni que se piense en esta carta como una reaccion personal. Creo que el haber pospuesto la eleccion, ha creado malestar no solo en las asociaciones sino tambien en muchos casos un malestar economico, ya que muchas personas no pueden volver a viajar

15- Pensando en esta situación es conveniente publicar la lista  de las candidatas, de donde son y que hacen y remitir  estas listas por mail a todas las asociaciones a fin de que cada una  elija a la nueva directiva. First of all Iwould like to thank you and Claudia Taylor East for all the attention that had with me in Malta and especially the wonderful farewell dinner.

I want to make you my views of Congres, my public opinionsthat did not make in Malta because there was so muchdiscontent and did not want to increase and worsen the situation

1- My association is registered in the Public Registers of Peru since 1957 with statues  in which first and foremost think of the “spirit of Sacread Heart”

2-Our choices are trly “democratic” because people postulate that they wish to elect members to them

3-The time of period is 3 years  and can be reelected only once more. If you want to run again stop a spending period . A period is 3 years

4-For me it has been a enormous surprise and a disappointment, that the total absence of friendship and lack of “spirit os sacred heart” at the meeting

5-The statues YOU MADE must be respected and if any problems arise that must be addressed in a conciliatory and in accordance with the provisions

6-I can say that all national presidents and conference attendees have  felt very bad about the intransigence of the board

7-There was not an official presentation of new  candidates  and members of the list

8-You did not explain publicly why the members  of my list had not been accepted. They were labeled by a formality because the role was poorly presented, and did not have the way you wanted with the aggravating circumstance that my vice president Marita Machiavello had been an international  AMASC advisor  in another directive

9-Neither there was no explanation why the candidacy of Colombia was removed because the vice president Mrs Ana Drisaldi could not apply because she had two periods in AMASC  and according to the rulesmust allow a period(four years) to submitted

10-On this I mean that the “friendly” solution to which came the directive is ABSOLUTELY ILEGAL because AMASC status clearly states that to be re elected  to wait  a period  before re submitted

11-With deep sorrow what I have seen in Malta  was noit a choice of girlfriends and daughters of Magdalena Sofia for the sake of AMASC. It was an election rled by unnecessary CV. What should prevail without personal jurisdiction is the “spirit of the sacred heart”

12-I mean besides being a student of Sacred Heart since th 4 years  they were also my mother and my family, so my job in the association for 30 years is made with

Love and dedication  for the good of the ex alumnae, religious and primarily to preserve the message of Magdalena Sofia

I do not wantto be misunderstood or that they think that this letter is a personal reaction. I think that have postponed the election has created not only discomfort but also associations in many cases an economic trouble as many people will not be able to travel again

Thinking about this situation is appropriate to publish the list of candidates  on where they are and they do  and send these lists by mail all associations to which each country chooses a new directive. In that way all may participate  without economic harm to them or their associations. The currency we can act so as this is done even in the corporate boards

Hoping you are well I say goodbye once again thanking you care for me

Dear Hermine, 

First of all, I would like to thank you, as well as Claudia Taylor East, for all the attention you paid to me in Malta and, above all, for the marvelous farewell dinner in Mdina.

I wish to convey to you my opinions about the congress, opinions which I did not make public in Malta, because there was already enough discontent and I did not want to increase it and make the situation worse.

1-  My association is registered in the Public Registries of Peru since 1957 with by-laws which reflect, before anything else, the “spirit of the Sacred Heart”.

2- 2-Our elections are truly “democratic” because the persons who wish to do so run with the members whom they elect.

3- 3-The term or period is for three years and you can be reelected one more time.  In the event of running again, you have to let a term or period elapse.  A period lasts three years.

4- The total absence of friendship and the lack of the Sacred Heart spirit at the meeting were a tremendous surprise and source of disillusionment to me.

5- The by-laws THAT YOU ADOPTED must be respected and, in the event that a problem arises, it should be dealt with in a conciliatory manner and in accordance with the established by-laws.

6- I think that I can state that all of the national Presidents and those in attendance at the congress felt very bad as a result of the intransigence of the Board of Directors.

7- No official presentation of the new candidates, nor of the members on the list, was made.

8- It was not explained publicly why the members on my list had not been accepted, who were stricken due to a formality because the paper was presented incorrectly and was not in the form that you wanted, a result which was made even worse by the fact that my vice president Maria Machiavello had been International Advisor with a prior Board.

9- You also did not explain that the candidacy of Colombia was withdrawn because the candidate for vice president Mrs. Ana Drisaldi could not stand for election because she had already served two terms on the AMASC Board and a term (4 years) had to elapse before she could stand for election again, in accordance with the by-laws.

10- In this regard, I wish to say that the “amicable” solution reached by the AMASC Board is ABSOLUTELY ILLEGAL because the Amasc by-law clearly states that, in order to be re-elected, a term must elapse before one presents oneself for election again.  Thus, the 6 months fixed in order that Mrs. Drisaldi can be accepted as a candidate are not valid.

11- With deep sadness, what I saw in Malta was not an election of friends and daughters of Madeleine Sophie for the good of AMASC but a rigged election with an unnecessary CV  because what should have been the top priority, without personal rivalries, is the “spirit of the Sacred Heart”

12- I wish to say that, apart from being a pupil at Sacred Heart since I was 4 years old, my mother and my family were pupils there as well, which is why my work with the association during 30 years was carried out with love and dedication to the good of the alumnae,

13- The religious and, above all, to preserve the message of Saint Madeleine Sophie.

14- I do not wish to be misinterpreted or for this letter to be considered to be a personal reaction.  I think that postponing the election created a sense of unease, not only in the associations but also an unease of an economic nature in many cases since many persons cannot travel again.

15- Reflecting on this situation, it is advisable to publish the list of candidates, where they are from and what they do, and to mail these lists to all the associations so that each association elects the new Board.  In this way, all associations will be able to participate without causing any damage of an economic nature to the candidates or their associations.  Modern technology permits us to act in that manner, inasmuch as corporate boards act in this fashion.

16- Hoping that this finds you well, I take my leave of you, once again expressing my gratitude for the affection you bear me.
